      For the past ten or twenty  
      years or so we have seen   
     many signs, pins, brochures  
     with the messages ñKeep Christ in          
     Christmasò or ñJesus is the Reason 
     for the Seasonò. The sentiments 
are good, but maybe in the times and world in 
which we are living it may be good to take another 
approach. This is not a new approach, it is actually 
very ancient, well tried and true!  
We read that at the time of Jesusôs birth, the Angels 
of Heaven, announced to the Shepherds that the 
Christ had been born in Bethlehem. After the             
message was given, the Shepherds had to make a 
decision, either to sit in the hills with the sheep, 
looking up at the sky, or to get up, and go to the 
City of David and seek out this Child of Promise. 
Many saw and heard the wonders in the sky, but 
not all sought out the new born Child.  
We also hear and read about the Magi who were 
following a Star. One can assume that many Magi 
and others saw the Star of Wonder in the sky, but 
only a few decided to get up and follow the Star, to 
see where it led, to see the Newborn King of the 
Jews! Many saw, but only a few followed.  
Throughout the life and ministry of Jesus, many 
heard and saw wondrous things, but not everyone 
chose to follow, to be in His presence. To me, this 
would seem to be the ñkeyò to Keeping Christ in 
Christmas, and any other time of the Year. It is the 
personal decision to seek Him out, to be present 
with Him that is the ñReason for the Seasonò       
(all Seasons!). 
It is always so good to see so many who go out of 
their way, like the Shepherds, like the Magi, to be 
present with Jesus, in the Church, at the Masses on 
Christmas or any other time of the year. You are 
the ones who ñKeep Christ in Christmasò by seeking 
Him out, and being present with Him. Like the say-
ing goes, ñWise Men (and Women!) Still Seek Himò. 
And why do you do this?...òJesus is the Reason!ò 
Stay close to Him, He will stay close to you.                   
Be present with Him, and He will always be present 
with you!  
Finally, let me wish each one of you the Grace and 
Strength of Christmas. Let us pray that as                        
individuals, as a Parish, and as a Church, we may 
always ñSeek and Findò.
